Learners Served: Our learners come from around the world — over the years we have worked with
people from over 20 different countries. Our learners join the program with a variety of goals; for
example, some students wish to acquire the most basic English conversation skills, while others are
working towards their GED.

Tutor involvement:
1) 1 hour of teaching/week (plus travel and preparation time), for a minimum of 6 months.
2) Attendance at a 3-hour, orientation training.
3) Attendance at a 3-hour, post-placement training.
4) Monthly reporting of volunteer hours and learner progress.
5) Annual evaluation of the program and your learner.
6) Optional advanced tutor trainings and gatherings are offered several times during the year.

Tutor Qualifications:
Tutors need no previous teaching or foreign language experience. Every volunteer has something unique
to offer. It’s our job to match tutor assets with learner needs.
